Encompassing some of the most picturesque parts of England and Wales, the Trust’s catchment stretches from
the Cambrian Mountains in the west, to Newport and the fringes of the Black Country in the east. The main
towns include: Bridgnorth, Ludlow, Market Drayton, Oswestry, Shrewsbury and Whitchurch (in Shropshire);
Newport, Telford and Wellington (in Telford & Wrekin);and Newtown and Welshpool (in Powys) — all beautiful
and unique.

Our main service locations are the Princess Royal Hospital (PRH) in Telford and the Royal Shrewsbury Hospital

Community Hospitals.

We employ almost 6,000 staff, and hundreds of staff and students from other organisations also work in our
hospitals. We benefit from around 1,000 wonderful volunteers, and our main charitable partners are the
League of Friends at the Royal Shrewsbury Hospital, Friends of the Princess Royal Hospital, and the Lingen
DaviesCancer Appeal which is based at the Royal Shrewsbury Hospital.

Specialist Nurses and Cancer Navigators

The department has an extensive range of Clinical Nurse Specialists who deliver a wide range of urological
procedures and support deliver of the various patient pathways. The department is investing in further
expansion of this provision to meet growing demand on the service. Within this team there are two Cancer
Navigators who complement the care pathways.

Administrative Support
The department works very closely as a team to collectively strive to improve care for our patients. The
department has a dedicated medical secretarial team, co-ordination team as well as operational support.

Specialist Nurses
5 x Urology Nurse Specialists

The Urology department provides comprehensive urological services to Shropshire, Telford and Mid Wales.
Doctors who are enthusiastic about working in a strong team of committed physicians to deliver excellent
care to patients across a variety of clinical settings will be rewarded with a wide and comprehensive clinical
experience. The team provides Holmium laser stone services and is in the process of setting up HOLEP with
MOESE Laser. The department is in the Urology Area Network with Royal Stoke Hospital to provide more
extensive cancer surgery.

Inpatients & Emergencies

All in-patient and emergency Urological procedures are carried out on the RSH site. Flexible cystoscopy and
haematuria clinics and general urological outpatients are conducted on both sites. Urological emergencies,
except paediatric emergencies, are admitted to the RSH site where 24 hour urological cover is provided.
When on call, the main emergency site is RSH. There is a registrar cover at the Princess Royal Hospital (PRH)
for paediatric cases.
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Outpatients

Outpatients are currently run on both Shrewsbury and Telford sites. It is anticipated that out-patient and
procedure clinics will expand to outlying Community Hospitals and Urology services at Bridgnorth Hospital
have already been established. A combined Urology and spinal injuries service working through The Robert
Jones and Agnes Hunt Hospital in Oswestry is presently in place.

The trust offers both transrectal and transperineal prostate biopsy with a state of the art fusion biopsy
machine.

Rota Structure (2016 Contract or Full Shift Templates)

The post-holder will be expected to contribute to the 24hr non-resident on-call rota. The rota is compliant
with the terms and conditions of the 2016 Junior Doctor Contract and WTD and has been carefully designed
to maximise training opportunities for doctors whilst maintaining a safe and efficient service, with an even
spread of long days and nights. The post holder will be 1 of the 7 doctors contributing to the full shift rota
with a weekend frequency of 1 with 7night shifts across a 7 week reference period and is prospectively
covered for annual and study leave.

job plan review at individual and departmental level is being introduced. You will be
expected to participate in this exercise.

e We will require you to register SaTH as your designated body via the GMC to ensure that you are set
up on the Equiniti Revalidation System. We will complete this as soon as possible upon
your commencement with the Trust.

e The Trust also supports the requirements for continuing professional development and is committed
to providing time and financial support for these activities.

Accommodation
